Doing so results in
automatic disqualification.

e Max 2 entries per person.

e Each player must bet a minimum of 10 individual races and must
bet a minimum of $15 per race.

e Contest wagering allowed on Aqueduct, Gulfstream and Tampa Bay.

o WIN, PLACE, or SHOW wagers only or any combination thereof.

e The top 2 finishers earn entry to the National Horseplayers
Championship plus airfare (capped at $400) and hotel
accommodations.
